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Events that Art Sure to Entertain

The 5™ annual “Community Tree Lighting Ceremony” takes place on
Saturday, November 18" at 5:30 p.m. The Top of the World Elementary
School Honor Chorus will serenade Laguna Beach dignitaries including Mayor
Steve Dicterow, the gathered crowds and guest of honor Santa Claus, as the
magnificent Sawdust Community Tree is lit. Trader Joe’s/Crystal Cove is
donating beverages and holiday treats at the ceremony. Laguna Beach

residents are invited to the Winter Fantasy for free beginning at 2 p.m. that day.

The ceremony also features the announcement of the winners of the Favorite
Community Tree competition. Local community groups including American
Legion Aukxiliary, Blue Water, Boys and Girls Club of Laguna Beach, and the
Friends of the Hortense Miller Garden (out of 14 expected groups) decorate a
holiday tree provided by the Sawdust. These trees surround the Towne Square

and adding their beauty and spirit to the central festival area.
The two December Sundays of the Winter Fantasy each host a special event:

December 3" is the annual Artist Benevolence Fund Art Auction, at which
all types of art (donated by many exhibitors) is live auctioned to an excited
gathering of art buyers in-the-know. The auction is from 12 noon — 3 p.m. in the
Healy House at the Sawdust Art Festival; proceeds go to the Sawdust Artist
Benevolence Fund which awards grants to Laguna Beach artists in times of dire

need.
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December 10, from 1 p.m. to 3 p.m. is the date and time for Winter Fantasy
Artful Wreath Il Auction. 14 exhibiting artists, including Lagunans Jessica

de Stefano, Penny Long, Karen Petty, Staci Schubert and Jude Taylor-Darlin,
have created one-of-a-kind art-wreaths. The amazing art pieces are displayed in
the artists’ booths for the festival — silent auction bidding is encouraged. On the
10”‘, all wreaths will be live-auctioned starting at the highest silent bid. Monies
raised at Artful Wreaths Il go to the Sawdust’s Art Education Fund.

The 16™ Annual Winter Fantasy at the Sawdust Art Festival runs for four
weekends: November 18 & 19; November 24, 25 & 26; December 2 & 3 and
December 9 & 10; hours are 10 a.m. — 6 p.m. Admission: $5.75 adults;
$4.75 seniors 65 and up; $3 children 6 — 12 and Free for kids 5 and younger.

A Season Pass allowing unlimited entries is $9.
